
Willamette University, College of Arts and Sciences (Undergraduates) - Financial Aid Satisfactory Academic Progress 
Policy 

Willamette University’s Financial Aid Office monitors students each semester for Financial Aid Satisfactory Academic 
Progress (FA-SAP). 

A student who falls below the standards of FA Good Standing1 will be given a FA Warning,2 and can continue to receive aid 
for 1 more semester. 

If the student has not returned to FA Good Standing1 after 1 semester on FA Warning,2 they will be placed on FA 
Suspension3 with an opportunity to submit an appeal for continued aid eligibility.  A FA Appeal4 may or may not need to be 
submitted with a FA Academic Plan.5



3FA Suspension:  After FA Warning, if a student continues to be below FA Good Standing measure, they will be placed on FA 
Suspension and offered the option to submit a FA Appeal. 

4FA Appeal:   Students can appeal their FA Suspension on the basis of illness or injury, death of a relative, or other 
extraordinary circumstances.  Students will be given a generous deadline by which they must submit their appeal.  Students 
whose appeals are not received by the deadline will be placed on Final FA Suspension, and an appeal will no longer be 
accepted.  A student whose appeal is approved, and whose deficiency can be reasonably made up within one semester, can
